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ATSF #405 update

The museum played host to several
distinguished guests over the holidays. First,
"Bigfoot” Norm Orfall, a retired Santa Fe
Trainmaster from Barstow and owner of the ex
CN business car Tioga Pass, spent a day with
us. Jack and Diane Kelly from Prescott also
spent a morning with us. Jack is retired from
the Santa Fe engineering department and is
one of the foremost authorities on Santa Fe's
dinning car china, plus they have the world’'s
most complete collection of Mimbreno china.

The 405 has had much work completed in
the last few weeks. The lounge has been
trimmed out and repair to the rear door is well
underway. Bedroom A is also having its trim
installed with a new window sill added. All that
remains of work to bedroom A is the head and
footboards.

The big news is that the dining room has
been completed with the exception of
the molding and window sills. Some of the
work included paint removal, sanding, and
cleaning in preparation for the new paint. All of
the window shades have been cleaned and
repaired as well as all of the light fixtures.

There is still some paint work to be done in
bedroom B, the crew room, and the hallway
forward of the dining room. All of these items
will go quickly as all are in very good shape.
Because this work can be easily done during
the upcoming warmer months, we are planning
to shift our attention to the outside of the car in
preparation for exterior painting. | will keep you
posted on this work as we make headway.

On January 17™, Hal Whitehead held a flute
hanging party. What is a flute hanging party
you ask? Well about 15 volunteers spent
much of the day hanging the fluting, the curvy
stainless steel side, on the east side of the car.

The car was power washed and now looks
much nicer. As soon as the scaffolding is no
longer needed on the 580, it will be moved to
the east side of the 504 so the dome window
replacement can begin.

ATSF 580 update

Three ceiling panels on the south end of the
car had been removed when the car was in
MOW service many years ago. New panels
were constructed primed, painted and
installed. Two new vestibule lights on the south
end of car were installed in the ceiling panels.
Car lighting is now complete and functional. A
new duplex outlet is being installed to complete
basic wiring of the car.

A new end door is being fabricated by lan
Milo at his custom door company in Phoenix.
Original 1909 blueprints of the door are being
used. Also the door from the north end of car is
being used as a sample and a temporary blank
door is used in its place.

Sheet metal has been purchased and
temporarily put in place on south end of car to
keep out weather and birds. Paint has been
purchased to cover remaining wood portions of
the car.

Finally, the interior of car has been cleaned
and the wood has been oil treated. Near term
goal is to have car “buttoned up” and have the
car ready for painting before summer weather
sets in.

New cars headed our way

It was reported in the business meeting that
the museum is in the process of getting 2 new
cars to our ever growing collection.

From the Arizona Eastern we will be getting a
copper anode car. This is a unique piece of
Arizona railroading.

From NASA we are working on getting a
helium tank car. The unusual tank cars have
multiple tanks to hold helium instead of the
typical 1 tank. Its Arizona connection was that
they were used to transport helium to the Titan
missile complexes to purge the rocket fuel for
maintenance in the silos.
